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Make Th is Summer Count!

Cadets who are making satisfactory academic progress and are not experiencing disciplinary issues may 
enjoy town passes or leave campus with parents. Parents may take their sons home for weekends after 
the completion of classes and training on Friday afternoons, and must return their cadet by 7:00 p.m. 
on Sunday. New cadets to FMS must complete Phase 1 of “New Cadet Training” before being allowed 
to take leave or receive a pass. Each weekend, FMS Cadet Services Dept. off ers various (optional) 
activities like amusement park visits or paint ball trips. Additional costs are associated with these trips. 
Every Sunday, cadets who remain on campus for the weekend must attend a religious service or a class 
on character development.

Cadets study in their rooms from 7:30 - 9:20 p.m. During this time instructors and TAC Offi  cers 
(Training, Advising, Counseling) supervise and help students stay on task. No electronic devices other 
than computers are allowed to be in use during study hall. Computers are used for academic purposes 
only. While study halls are in session access to the Internet, phones and cable are disconnected. 

Tuition includes Summer School T-shirts, FMS gym clothes, military summer dress uniform rental, 
haircuts, room and board, book rental, sports programs and extra-curricular activities. Tuition for a 
boarding Summer School 2010 cadet is $3490.00. Th e tuition for a day student is $1980.00. A lim-
ited amount of scholarship money is available for those who qualify. 

Cadets are assigned a room upon arrival. Rooms accomodate two cadets. Each room is provided cable 
television access (FMS determines channels), fi ltered internet access and local telephone service with 
voicemail. Th e cable, internet and telephone systems are controlled by timers and access is available 
only during free time and weekends. Daily inspections of cadet rooms are made each morning

Summer School cadets are issued school T-shirts and gym uniforms which are theirs to keep. Gray ca-
det trousers, white shirts, army camoufl aged uniforms and dress shoes are issued as rentals to fi rst-time 
students. Parents will need to purchase four pairs of khaki shorts for their son. Shorts are available for 
purchase at the Cadet Store on campus. Uniform rental fees are included in tuition.
