Cadet Mentors
New cadets are assigned Cadet Mentors by the Com-
mandant’s Offi  ce and this “positive peer example” 
approach is closely monitored and maintained 
by the Commandant and TAC (Teaching, Assist-
ing, Counseling) Offi  cers. � e new cadet  system 
teaches discipline and responsibility to new cadets, 
and leadership to the cadets charged with mentoring 
the new ones. � rough daily, consistent interaction 
with strongly positive male role models, the Corps 
of Cadets at FMS benefi ts from the experience and 
professionalism of the Offi  ce of the Commandant.

Leave Requests
� roughout the school year, students and their fami-
lies may submit leave requests to the Commandant’s 
Offi  ce. Cadets are eligible for weekend leave as long 
as they are not on academic, athletic or behavioral re-
striction and as long as they will not be missing any 
academic or military duty. Events such as weddings and 
other family functions are given special consideration.
