Our Introduction to Aviation program is off ered for the fi rst time during Summer School 2010 
as a cooperative venture between Fishburne and Waynesboro-Eagle’s Nest Airport. � e program 
allows students to learn more about opportunities in aviation through classroom instruction and 
hands-on experience. � e program consists of 20 hours of classroom instruction taught by an FAA 
qualifi ed ground instructor, the opportunity to meet aviation professionals and discuss poten-
tial careers in the industry, and two short fl ights in a Cessna 172. Flying lessons are also available 
throughout Summer School at the local airport for an additional cost.

While there is no age limit associated with the 
Flight Training program, a student must be 
sixteen to solo and seventeen to obtain a pilot’s 
license. Students also need proof of U.S. Citi-
zenship: a birth certifi cate, passport, or natu-
ralization papers. Participating cadets must also 
pass the FAA 3rd Class medical examiniation 
before fl ying solo. � e Flight Training program 
will also require the keeping of a Log Book or 
other proof of fl ying time.
